Criterion for listing (A) Historical; (B) Rarity; (D) Representative; (G) Social

This property was acquired in January 1923 and gazetted for police purposes in April. However it was another six
years before a new station with cells and stables was erected. Robert Dempster successfully tendered for the
construction work in September 1929, which he undertook at the cost of £1640. Typical of suburban police
stations of the time, it took a very domestic form and included a residence for personnel associated with the
station. Still in use as a police station today, the building survives as a rare, substantially intact example of an
interwar police station that has been modified throughout in line with the changing requirements of policing.

Statement of significance 

Relevant assessment criteria

This is a place of local heritage significance and meets one or more of the local heritage criteria under the
Heritage planning scheme policy of the Brisbane City Plan 2014. It is significant because:

Historical
CRITERION A

The place is important in demonstrating the evolution or pattern of the city's or local area’s history

as an interwar police station established in 1929 and modified throughout the twentieth century in response to
changing requirements in policing and the development and growth of the local area.

Rarity
CRITERION B

The place demonstrates rare, uncommon or endangered aspects of the city’s or local area’s cultural heritage

as a rare example of an interwar police station/residence still in use today in Brisbane.

Representative
CRITERION D

The place is important in demonstrating the principal characteristics of a particular class or classes of cultural
places

as an excellent example of a police station/residence that has been in use since the interwar period and adapted
for use throughout the twentieth century.
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Social
CRITERION G

The place has a strong or special association with the life or work of a particular community or cultural group for
social, cultural or spiritual reasons

for its long association with the Queensland Police Service.
