This small brick and timber fire station building was erected and opened in 1919 by the Mayor of Toowong, F.
Watts. The station was closed on 2 February 1981.

History 

Description 

This is a simple but elegant pre-WWII brick building with metal roof prominently sited on this busy street in
Toowong. The red brick gable front with TOOWONG FIRE STATION clearly signed in the gable is oriented west,
to the street, and is an easily recognised and memorable building seen along Jephson Street.

The brick front section of the building has had its front doors converted to shopfronts and is currently used as a
business office. Brick pilasters exist on the corners of the front and framing the front opening. The northern brick
side walls contain three double hung windows. The rear of the building is timber chamferboard clad and contains
one double hung window.  A lean-to roofed section of the building along the southern side is timber clad.

as it is a well-known landmark in Toowong which features a notably compact, visually pleasing form composed in
brick and corrugated iron.
